Except (Iôm afraid) it already feels like weôll be returning to the 
old. 2016 is finally here, and the elections weôve been hearing 
about since 2013 will finally take place. Iôm wondering, do you 
remember 2012? Because I do. Things got ugly, as they  
usually do in big election years.  
 

In response to all the vitriol being tossed about, our leaders in 
the United Church of Christ challenged members to sit down, 
take a deep breath, and remember Jesusô command to love 
even our (political) enemies.  
 

You may or may not know this about me, but Iôm a political junkie. I get caught up in the debates, 
the speeches, the opinion articles. And while I make my best effort to keep it out of the pulpit, Iôm 
usually not afraid to proclaim my ideas or my ideals. That is to say, I need this reminder as much 
as anyone. Here is the pledge from 2012 that I hope to renew in 2016:

I believe our communities, our country and our world are stronger and safer and when  
we treat each other with respect.  I believe that my voice is important, and I believe that  
listening to the voices of others is important for a healthy, vibrant democratic process.    
I believe that insulting, attacking or demonizing people with whom we disagree is unproduc-
tive and unacceptable.  As individuals and as community, we can and should do better. 
 

As a person of faith, I pledge to participate responsibly and faithfully in the electoral  
process.  I recognize my responsibility for supporting a free, fair and respectful democratic 
process, and I pledge to do my part.  I commit to honoring my own voice and the voice of 
others.  I commit to educating myself and others about the issues at stake in these  
elections.  I commit to expressing myself responsibly, to seek to learn from different  
perspectives, to always offer respect to others, and to challenge hurtful, disrespectful  
behavior when I can. 
 

What I appreciate about this pledge is that it does not pretend we can simply set aside our political 
ideals in the name of some manufactured peace. Instead, it calls us to take seriously our faith 
along side our civic responsibility to be engaged with the political process. It calls on us to know 
the issues, to know the candidates, and to stand by our faith throughout the process.  
 

I hope you will resolve to be guided by this same pledge this election year. Our faith matters, our 
vote matters and the way we treat one another throughout this blessed democratic process most 
certainly matters.
